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Projects Selected for Stimulus Funds 

 The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) passed by congress 
earlier this year authorized WAMPO to program over sixteen million dollars of 
federal stimulus funds to the WAMPO region for transportation projects.  WAMPO 
itself does not distribute the money, but is responsible for choosing  the projects 
that will receive the funding.  WAMPO also ensures that the region is meeting all 
federal requirements in order for local sponsors to use the federal  transportation 
funds.    

 Local jurisdictions within the WAMPO region had the opportunity to apply 
for the stimulus funds in March, 2009.  The information from the received 
applications was presented to the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) at their 
March meeting.  During that meeting, the TAC recommended the ARRA funds be 
used to cover 90% of the anticipated project cost for eleven projects.  In April, the 
Transportation Policy Body (TPB) approved those eleven projects (see table 
below). The funds are capped at 90% of the application’s requested amount.  Any 
additional project costs will be covered by the project sponsor. 

 The ARRA funds are required to be obligated by the end of the year.  

Monthly progress reports on these eleven projects will be presented to the TPB 
and posted on the WAMPO website.

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Moving Forward with the Metropolitan Transportation Plan 2035 
The additional funding made available by the 

American Recovery and Reinvestment Act (ARRA) 
could be a large benefit for the region.  Like finding 
an unexpected $20 bill in a pocket while doing 
laundry, the extra funds are not something the 
region can continue to plan on.  With the uncertainty 
of the Federal Highway Trust Fund and a list of 
projects that is more than double the region’s 
anticipated revenue, it is important that we 
understand the vision for the region’s transportation 
system. 

Round one of public involvement for the 
Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) 2035 was 
designed to gain an understanding of the region’s 
needs and wants.  Round one included four 
important steps:  

Build awareness about the difficulty of 
creating a financially balanced plan; 
Emphasize the need to prioritize projects; 
Obtain input on what types of projects are 
most important to people; and  
Provide an opportunity for citizens to give 
input. 

During this process, important aspects of the 
transportation system that citizens commonly 
focused on were grouped into three main themes:  
safety, connectivity, and accessibility. 

 
 Safety:  Multiple concerns were raised about the 
safety of the region’s transportation system.  
Concerns that were raised included: 

roads with no shoulders;  
a road system that is unsafe for bicyclists; 
and 
the need for education on sharing the road.   

 
Additionally, over 60% of citizens that responded to 
a survey believe that the current regional 
transportation system does not promote healthy life 
styles, such as biking and walking. 
 

Connectivity:  Connectivity is not just about 
connecting like modes, but it is also about connecting 
different modes to each other.  In short, it is about 
improving the access to any and all modes of 

transportation in order to create a 
safe and convenient 
transportation system for all 
users.   

Comments received regarding 
connectivity included: 

adding bike lanes on 
arterial roads; 
including bike racks on 
buses; 
creating park and ride 
facilities; 
including sidewalks on all streets; 
expanding transit services to connect more 
cities within the urbanized area; and 
extending bike routes and bus routes to 
major employers. 

 
Accessibility:  Improving the connectivity of the 

system and planning for a multimodal, accessible 
system are closely related.  Based on a survey, one 
large area in need of improvement is accessibility to 
special transportation services for the elderly and 
disabled.  Only 20% of citizens that responded 
believe these services were adequate.   

 
Planning for and funding a safe and convenient 

transportation system that meets the needs of all 
users is not an easy task.  The Metropolitan 
Transportation Plan Project Advisory Committee 
(MTP-PAC) has been created to help guide the 
progress of the plan.  Representatives from across 
the region make up the MTP-PAC.  Presently, the 
committee is working on a draft of the visions, 
goals, and objectives for the MTP 2035.  The 
information obtained from round one of public 
involvement is being used in 
the decision making process.  

As progress continues on 
the MTP 2035, there will be 
more opportunities to get 
involved.  Stay posted for 
future opportunities. 

MAY 15, 2009 is Bike to Work Day 
The month of May is designated as National Bike Month and Friday May 15 is Bike to Work Day.  To 
recognize this, Start-Thinking has created a website to encourage people to ride bikes.  By accessing  the
