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 Are you tired of sitting in traffic to 
and from work everyday?  Are the bottle-
necks driving you nuts?  Is anyone trying to 
solve the congestion problem?  Well some-
body is! 

 WAMPO is working on completing the Congestion Man-
agement Process (CMP).  The process includes identifying and 
analyzing existing congested areas within the regional transpor-
tation system.  The process will also provide guidance for 
mitigating recurring and non-recurring congestion.  The goals of 
the CMP are to decrease mobile source emissions, improve 
regional air quality and provide an overall safer transportation 
network. 
 There are four components to the Congestion  
Management Process: the CMP Plan, Technical Addendum, 
Regional Congestion Analysis, and the Toolbox. 
 The CMP Plan identifies, 
with the assistance of regional 
stakeholders, the major road-
ways impacted by congestion—
referred to as the “CMP Net-
work”.  The CMP Plan will out-
line the objectives, the per-
formance measures, and the 
performance monitoring meth-
ods for each of the defined 
goals that correspond with 
goals in the Long Range 
Transportation Plan.

 The Technical Addendum contains the background 
data gathered for the CMP Network by WAMPO staff in 
cooperation with local municipalities and the Kansas  De-
partment of Transportation.  This data is currently being 
analyzed by WAMPO staff and used to create several maps 
to show the location of problem areas. 

The Regional Congestion Analysis (RCA) is a tool to 
show congestion problems, possible reasons for these 
problems, and a list of current mitigation projects.  Once 
the mitigation projects are completed, WAMPO hopes to 
show how each project impacted congestion in the identi-
fied area.  Staff will continue to monitor systematic con-
gestion and accidents on the CMP Network.  When new 
data becomes available, a new analysis will be conducted 
and the RCA will be updated. 

The Toolbox will provide decision makers with a series of mitigation strategies.  
These suggested strategies, along with information in the RCA, will assist in determining 
where to allocate resources to reduce congestion.  Mitigation strategies will include tradi-
tional approaches such as widening the roads.  Nontraditional mitigation strategies that 
may be more cost effective will also be included.  Nontraditional mitigation strategies in-
clude a variety of system management techniques such as traffic signal coordination, ac-
cess management strategies, the promotion of alternative transportation modes, and the 
introduction of advanced technologies.  Efficient operation of existing infrastructure is top 
priority due to the financial challenges facing our transportation system. 
 Public Participation and review is scheduled to begin August 13, 2008.  Following 
the public review period, it is anticipated that the CMP will be presented to the Transpor-
tation Policy Body for adoption on September 9, 2008.
