 WAMPO has started its initial 
development of a new long range transportation 
plan, the Metropolitan Transportation Plan 
(MTP) 2035.  The MTP is a comprehensive 
transportation plan for the region that will look 
at where we are, where we want to go, and how 
we will get there. 

Transportation goals and objectives will be outlined in the MTP.  The goals are 
in part guided by federal regulations.  However, public involvement will help 
WAMPO fine tune the goals to fit the unique needs of the region. 

The planning process for the MTP has been broken down into three phasesτ
all of which will provide multiple opportunities for you to get involved.  Round 
one, identifying spending strategies and goals, has begun.  WAMPO has been 
giving presentations to interested groups and city councils throughout the 
region.

What a Stimulus Package Means for Transportation 

How Do We Balance Revenues and Costs? 

 Federal regulations require the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) 

to be fiscally constrained.  This means the anticipated costs for projects during 

the 25 year horizon of the plan must balance with the anticipated revenues. 

 A projected shortfall of 

approximately 5.7 billion dollars is already 

estimated based on the current Long Range 

Transportation Plan (LRTP) 2030 and the 

South Area Transportation Study (SATS)  

Which means, we can expect an even larger 

shortfall for the MTP.  To further compound 

the problem, the project costs are estimated 

in 2007 dollars, without inflation.  Due to inflation and static federal funds, we 

can anticipate the purchasing power to cover the costs of transportation projects 

to drastically decrease.  In other words, the same amount of money will cover 

less improvements or projects than it has in the past. 

 The decreased purchasing power 

coupled with the revenue shortfall, 

obviously creates a challenge when trying 

to balance costs to revenues.  Because of 

this, the region will need to prioritize 

projectsτwhich is where you come in.  

Round one of the MTP public involvement 

will give you the opportunity to provide 

input on what types of projects the region

 Financing infrastructure as an approach to stimulate the economy has drawn 
much attention lately with the expected economic stimulus package that President-
Elect Obama is urging congress to complete by February 2009.  The idea of infusing

and other infrastructure investments for some time. 
 Before President Bush signed the economic stimulus package in February of 2008 that created a tax refund

including infrastructure investments.  Since then, the House passed a bill spearheaded by Jim Oberstar, the 
Chairperson of the Transportation and Infrastructure Committee.  The bill, Job Creation and Unemployment Relief 
Act 2008 (H.R. 7110) if signed into law in its present form, would create eighty-five billion dollars in infrastructure 
spending.  The Senate has yet to view or vote on this bill. 
 Regarding the new stimulus package, President Elect Obama is calling for a bill with a higher standard of 
accountability, that will be transparent, and include oversight.  The details of the proposed stimulus package are 
not yet spelled out, but there is talk of including some tax breaks, investing in renewable energies, as well as 
spending billions of dollars on infrastructure.  However, one must keep in mind that highways and bridges are not 
the only types of infrastructure in need of funding. 
 In short, numerous groups have recommendations on what needs to be in the stimulus package in order to
