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How We Will Get There 

Project Scenarios for the Metropolitan Transportation Plan 

How will we get there?  To answer that question we need to know how much there is to 

spend, and where we want to go.  Through the development of the Metropolitan 

Transportation Plan (MTP) 2035, both of those components have been completed.  The 

information gathered for the financial section of the MTP 2035 has identified how much 

money there is to spend, and the vision, goals, and objectives, help identify what we want 

out of the region's transportation system.   

The next step is to develop packages of projects, or scenarios.  Unlike Christmas presents, 

we will get to see what is in these packages, how they might affect the future 

transportation system, and decide which is the best fit for the region. 

A total of 298 projects were submitted for inclusion in the MTP 2035.  Project types 

include:  bicycle/pedestrian, bridge, rail, road, transit, and travel demand/system 

management. 

In order to aid in the selection process, the MTP Project Advisory Committee (MTP-PAC) 

evaluated each project based on how well the project will do the following: 

Improve safety;  

Provide the greatest benefit for the region; 

Increase options for getting around; and 

Reduce air pollution.   

 

The MTP-PAC selected projects from the submitted list to create an initial scenario, which 

can be viewed on-line at www.wampoks.org/Project+List+Development.htm.  The MTP-

PAC will now begin to develop alternative scenarios.  All the scenarios will be analyzed 

with the Travel Demand Model (a computer program used to forecast future traffic) and 

presented to the community for feedback starting in February 2010.

Goods that we consume and that businesses use and produce everyday are transported in many different forms 

into, out of, and through our region.  These goods, or freight, are moved by air, train, and/or  truck.  The Federal 

Highway Administration (FHWA) anticipates the volume of freight to nearly double in the next 20 years.  The 

condition of the transportation system can have a direct impact in how efficiently freight is moved, and vice versa.   

  

Freight planning has become an important part of transportation planning, due to the relationship between 

freight, the transportation system and economies.  WAMPO began compiling data in 2008 to begin work on a 

freight plan and gain an understanding of the types and quantity of freight that is moved on the transportation 

system in the region.  Progress continues on this plan, with anticipated completion in early 2010.  Some of the 

information included in the plan will be reflected in the freight section of the MTP 2035.
