Each project is listed in one of the three bands of 

years, depending on when the project is 

anticipated to begin.  These band of years include:  

2010-2019, 2020-2029, and 2030-2035.  There are 

a handful of projects that are listed with a specific 

year.  These are projects that are presently in the 

2010 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).   

There is no guarantee that the projects in the 

Funding Eligible List will be completed.  However, 

as the name indicates, these projects will be 

eligible to apply for federal transportation funds 

that are dedicated to the WAMPO region.  In 

order to use federal transportation funds, 

projects must be listed in the Transportation 

Improvement Program.

The WAMPO region 

received slightly over 

$16 million of federal 

funds through the 

American Recovery and 

Reinvestment Act 

(ARRA).   

Originally, eleven projects in the region were 

awarded those funds.  A contingency list was 

also created to ensure that all of the 

authorized ARRA funds were used.   

The eleven original projects have gone 

through the complete process required to 

have federal funds allocated to them.  

Construction has even begun on several of 

the projects.   

The bids for a few of the projects were 

less than what was originally estimated.  

This freed up funding, which was 

allocated to two projects from the 

contingency list.  These two projects 

include:  a Sedgwick County project 

(295th St. W:  21st St. N. to 61st St. N.) 

and a City of Wichita project (Harry:  

Greenwich to 127th).   

WAMPO will continue to track the 

progress of these projects receiving ARRA 

funds.  An update on these projects is 

posted monthly on the WAMPO website.
