Moving Towards 2035

The Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) 2035 has
been completed. A summary of comments received were
reviewed and considered by the MTP-Project Advisory
Committee (MTP-PAC) and the Transportation Policy
Body (TPB). Thank you to all who provided comments.

The MTP-PAC recommended approval of the MTP 2035
on June 28, 2010. The MTP 2035 will be taken to the
TPB for action on July 13, 2010.

Household Travel Survey

WAMPO will begin conducting a household travel survey
in August. The survey will collect information on travel
patterns, as well as transportation priorities for residents
in the region.

Starting in August and extending through October, a large
number of households will be contacted by mail and
phone to participate in the survey.

Information from the surveys will help plan for necessary
transportation improvements to meet the needs of
residents in the region.

More information will be posted on the WAMPO website
once it is available.

Travel Time Study

A Travel Time Study will also be conducted this fall. Data
collection specialists will begin traveling certain roadway
corridors throughout the region to calculate travel times,
travel delays, and speeds from point to point. The data
collection specialists may also be looking at delay at
certain railroad crossings in the region.

The information will be used to help identify areas of
congestion and to update the WAMPO Congestion
Management Process (CMP).

2011 Transportation Improvement
Program

Every year, WAMPO puts together the Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP). The TIP includes
transportation projects that are regionally significant and /
or will be using federal funds in the next four years.

The region is allocated a specific amount of federal funds
to use on a variety of transportation projects. These
funds are called Competitive Funds. During the
development of the TIP, project sponsors are able to
apply for the Competitive Funds. A project must be listed
in the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) 2035
Eligible for Funding List in order to apply for the
Competitive Funds.

Although the TIP covers four years, the projects selected
to receive Competitive Funds that are in the first year of
the TIP (2011 in this case) are the only projects that are
guaranteed federal funds.

The Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) made a
recommendation at the June 28, 2010 meeting on which
projects to include in the Competitive Funds list. The
Transportation Policy Body (TPB) will take action on that
list July 13, 2010.
