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Introduction

This document is used to increase transparency of federal transportation investments in the WAMPO region
(as shown in Figure 3). The WAMPO region is composed of Sedgwick County, parts of Butler County (mainly
the city limits of Andover), and Sumner County (the city limits of Mulvane).

The Safe, Accountable, Flexible, Efficient Transportation Equity Act| A Legacy for Users (SAFETEA-LU)
directs Metropolitan Planning Organizations (MPO) to produce an Annual List of Federally Obligated Projects.
This document shows all federal transportation funds obligated during the FFY 2009. This document also
fulfills the requirements set by SAFETEA -LU as shown in §450.332.

Any investments shown in this document are also in the WAMPO 2008 Transportation Improvement Program

(TIP) and the Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP). The type of transportation investment

can vary (bicycle/pedestrian, road, bridge, and transit projects, etc.) but each project should be consistent with
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currently being updated and is called the Metropolitan Transportation Plan (MTP) 2035. The MTP 2035 will

encompass a 25 year planning horizon and identify projects through the year 2035.
